Mark Weinburg from USA Photo will present a program on the relationship of digital photog-

raphy and painting. Bring your cameras to learn more about how to operate them. 

Eluster Richardson will host and facilitate an Artist Dialogue on Thursday, October 20th 

from 2:00 PM to 4:00 PM. Now that darkness comes earlier in the fall, artist dialogues will be 

held in the afternoons when driving will be easier.

22nd to further their experience in portrait painting.

Photography and Painting 
 

Photography serves painters in at least two ways. It records the images we want to paint 

especially when we do not have the time to paint on sight. It stops time in that moment we are 

impressed with. It freezes the lighting on the subject for us to study as we paint. The artist must 

them be careful to paint only what catches our interest in the painting, and leave out the rest of the 

details the camera captured in the photograph. 

Photography also records the paintings we complete. Following is an excerpt from the 

Southern Watercolor Societyôs prospectus. Read it carefully. Do you understand the procedure 

that needs to be followed to obtain the perfect image of your completed painting? Acceptance into 

a show depends on a good digital image of that painting. 

ñDIGITAL IMAGES  

Please submit high quality, accurate digital images for display of paintings in the full-

color SW Exhibition Catalog. Begin by taking the photograph at the highest possible setting (MP) 

on the camera.  

ǒ On the computer, crop extraneous items from around the painting image. Identify each 

image with artistôs last name, entry number 1 or 2, and painting title.  

(Ex: Smith 2 Apple of My Eye .jpg)  

ǒ Save each image in maximum JPEG quality format in RGB mode.  

ǒ Digital images must be 300ppi.  

ǒ Image should be a minimum of 1800 pixels and maximum of 2000 pixels on the longest    

    side.

Delightful Abstraction by Judith Nable

The first meeting of TaWS for the 

season was held Sunday, September 18th.  

Our guest for the meeting was Judith Nable 

who brought many of her paintings and 

explained the process used in creating 

them. Judith paints with no fear. She de-

lights in the results of her experimentation 

and use of various tools when painting. Her 

paintings are not only colorful.  They are 

also glossy, textured and exciting to view. 

 She shared tips on painting with 

inks and fluid acrylic while introducing  

pieces of napkins, pumice, tar gel, fabric, wood chips, collage papers, netting, and 

many other interesting things to develop a final piece of art.  She seals the paintings 

with glossy polymer and the result is exciting to see.   

Judith also explained how she gets texture into a painting using various scrap-

ers and tools as well as glass shards, tin foil and other shiny foils. She paints on Yupo 

(a plastic ñpaperò) that is very easy to manipulate with paint as well as paper. 

In explaining her compositions she stated that, ñYou have to have a focal 

point.ò  She also said that, ñItôs important to have good basic design skills,ò in order to 

create abstract work. At the close of her presentation, she provided us with a tip to use 

in considering what to paint.  She suggested that we cut out magazine or cookbook 

photos and fold them into a composition idea by, ñé just looking at the shapes.ò   

These shapes can become an exciting and interesting painting.
